Just like bees, we’re busy working! It’s quite a transition but we’re slowly beginning to get used to working on cognitively demanding tasks. ( The expectations are higher, and we’re going to have ups and downs but it’s OKAY. As we all know, “Learning is a process. You don’t always have to get it the first time.”


READING We just started the new Expeditionary Learning curriculum in Reading last week. We’re learning how to be good readers by doing “Close Reading.” It’s a challenge – we do a lot of thinking, silent reading, and working with peers, also note taking!  Sometimes we have to read the text several times because it helps us get the “gist,” a new word we learned.


Sometimes there are words we don’t understand but it doesn’t stop us from reading or understanding the text. We’re learning how to figure out these words as we go along with our reading and at the same time finding and jotting down the “gist” in every section. This way we gain a better understanding of what we’re reading and also able to sort out key details. After all, big things come from small things. We have learning targets that we try to achieve for the day. It makes us focused and stay on task because we have goals to meet. It sounds like a lot of work but we’re NOT alone in our reading journey. We work in pairs and in small groups too. We also have teachers who help us meet our goals (

MATH We’re learning “big words” and strategies that help us solve multiplication & division story problems. We are also trying to master our multiplication facts! We’re learning to take notes to refer to when we need to work on our own. It’s amazing how we all think differently yet we come up with more or less the same answers. This we’re finding out during “Number Talks” too when we talk about our thinking and sharing it in class.


WRITING We’re working on our first Persuasive writing piece using the Writing Process. We just finished Pre-writing. We’re now writing the First Draft and zooming in writing details. We learned many ways to write details to stretch our sentences. Pretty soon we’ll become better writers writing pages and pages of different kinds of writing – Narrative, Informational & Persuasive/Opinion. 


SOCIAL STUDIES How great is it living in Massachusetts that’s very rich in history! Luckily, 3rd grade is focused on the study of Massachusetts. We’re now learning how to locate continents and oceans on a world map, identify hemispheres, and use cardinal directions to locate places on the map and the globe. We’re learning how to read map scales, legends, and titles to locate places. Starting next month, we’ll be learning about the Wampanoag, Pilgrims and Puritans. As the year progresses, we’ll be learning more about Massachusetts’ History.
